The prior PPH program was limited to the utilization of
search and examination results of national applications between cross filings under the
Paris Convention.

At the November 2009 Trilateral Conference, as part of a Trilateral effort, the Trilateral
Offices (USPTO, JPO and European Patent Office (EPO)) agreed to launch a new PPH
pilot program based on Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT) work products (PCT-PPH pilot
program).
