[Description]

[0001] The shaving razor 1 of the present invention comprises a handle portion 10 for holding by a user, as shown in
Figure 1, a connecting member 20 attached to the upper end of the handle 10, a head 30 attached to the connecting
member 20, and a blade cartridge 50 configured to be attachable to or detachable from the head 30.

[0002] The connecting member 20 is connected to the upper part of the handle 10 by the first connecting pin 15, and
the connecting member 20 is connected so that the head 30 can pivot freely in the left-right direction (arrow A
direction) relative to the handle 10. Furthermore, the head 30 is connected to the connecting member 20 by the
second connecting pin 21, and the head 30 is pivot freely in the front-rear direction (arrow B direction) relative to the
connecting member 20.

[0003] The Blade cartridge 50 comprises a support member 51 configured to be attachable to or detachable from the
head 30, and two blades 55 (55a, 55b) that are fixed by the support member 51. Blade cartridge 50 is connected to
the handle 10 so as to pivot freely in the left-right direction and/or the front-rear direction relative to the handle 10.
The blade cartridge 50 can be easily replaced from the head 30, as shown by arrow C in Figure 3.

[0004] In this way, the connecting member 20 is attached to the upper part of the handle 10 so that it can pivot freely
in the left-right direction (arrow A direction), and the head 30 is attached to the connecting member 20 so that it can
pivot freely in the front-rear direction (arrow B direction). This structure allows the entire surface of the blade cartridge
50 to come into contact with the surface of the face during shaving, enabling smooth shaving. Alternatively, the
connecting member 20 may be attached to the upper part of the handle 10 so that it can pivot freely in the front-rear
direction (arrow B direction), and the head 30 may be attached to the connecting member 20 so that it can pivot freely
in the left-right direction (arrow A direction).

[0005] The number of blades 55 is not limited to two, and more than two blades may be used. In particular, using two
or more blades results in high shaving efficiency. Furthermore, considering miniaturization and manufacturing costs, it
is preferable that the number of blades 55 is six or fewer.

[0006] The support member 51 is made of resin, preferably polypropylene, polyester, or polyamide, but polyamide is
preferable in terms of durability.

[0007] In addition, the resin for the support member 51 may have elastic modulus in the range of 500 to 2000 MPa in
accordance with ISO 178, preferably 800 to 1200 MPa, and more preferably 900 to 1100 MPa. By the support member
51 with such elastic modulus, the blades 55 supported by the support member 51 can flexibly fit the uneven surface of
the face when shaving, thereby improving shaving efficiency.
