They are a series of meetings held annually to discuss
and decide matters related to the entire organization,
such as discussion on the committees’ activity reports
and governing bodies, matters related to the global IP
services, discussion on treaties administered by WIPO,
and staff matters.

(i) Assemblies of the Member States of WIPO: Sixty-
Fourth Series of Meetings (July 2023, Switzerland)

- The assemblies discussed the activity report from
each committee; WIPO’s proposed program of work
and budget for 2024/25; and assistance for Ukraine,
among other matters.

- Commissioner Hamano delivered a General Statement
on behalf of Japan.*? He said Japan looks forward
to the development of the IP ecosystem under the
WIPO’s Medium-Term Strategic Plan (MTSP) 2022-
2026, namely, by enhancing user-friendliness and
expanding WIPQO’s support for the young generation,
SMEs, start-ups, and universities. In addition, he
stated that the JPO is working with WIPO and other
global stakeholders to increase the number of WIPO
GREEN*? matching cases, and encouraged WIPO and
Member States to utilize the Green Transformation
Technologies Inventory (GXTI).** Furthermore, he
announced that Japan will continue to support WIPO
through voluntary contributions (Funds-in-Trust Japan
Industrial Property Global [FIT/Japan IP Globall) ** it
has been making for more than 30 years, and working
with the WIPO Japan Office. He said that Japan plans
to highlight the importance of IP, along with ideas for
further promoting its utilization toward achieving the
SDGs at the World Expo 2025 in Osaka, Kansai, Japan.

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2) Framework of Developed Countries concerning
Patent System Harmonization (Group B+)

The Group B+, a framework of developed countries

comprised of the IP offices of 47 countries and 2

organizations,*¢ is aimed at moving toward harmonizing

substantive patent law.

(i) Group B+ Plenary Meeting (July 2023, Switzerland)

+The main topics of grace period, conflicting
applications, prior user rights toward patent system
harmonization were discussed.

3) Trilateral Heads of Office Meeting

The Trilateral Heads of Office meeting is a forum
established in 1983 by the JPO, the United States Patent
and Trademark Office (USPTO), and the European Patent
Office (EPO). Over the years they have discussed a wide
range of items, including IT, work sharing, and the Patent
Cooperation Treaty (PCT). Nowadays, the meeting is
positioned as a policy discussion forum.

(i) The 41st Trilateral Heads of Office Meeting, etc.
(October 2023, Germany)

The 41st Trilateral Heads of Office meeting was held

with WIPO participating as an observer. Prior to the

meeting, a Trilateral Heads of Office with Trilateral

Industry meeting was held on the same day, joined

by the Trilateral User Groups (IT3: Industry Trilateral)

from Japan, the U.S., and Europe. The discussions at the
meetings were as follows:

- The Trilateral Offices and the IT3 presented on their
technology transfer and youth-oriented initiatives. The
Offices discussed possible areas of cooperation related
to technology transfer and youth-focused outreach.

-The respective offices provided updates on
digitalization efforts and analyses of patent intensive
industries since the discussion at the previous
meeting. They confirmed the importance of
continuing to promote digitalization to enhance user-
friendliness and discussed the way forward for patent
intensive industry analyses.

- The Offices discussed collaborative initiatives to be
undertaken. They noted that various activities were
possible, such as exchanging best practices regarding
outreach to younger generations, organizing an
international conference on topics related to the
SDGs, and increasing knowledge sharing.

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4) IP5 Meeting

The IPS is a forum established in 2007 by the JPO, the
USPTO, the EPO, the China National Intellectual Property
Administration (CNIPA), and the Korean Intellectual
Property Office (KIPO). The IP5 Offices cooperate
broadly on issues such as harmonization of patent laws
and practices, mutual utilization of examination results,
enhancing the quality of patent examinations, and
improving patent information services.

(i) The 16th IP5 Heads Meeting*” (June 2023, U.S.)

- The IP5 Offices discussed the role of IP in addressing
climate change and how they can cooperate in this
area.

- The Offices agreed upon a new |P5 vision for sustainable
futures.

- The Offices approved a comparative table summarizing
their laws, examination guidelines, and examination
case examples as a product of the JPO-led project
to collect existing materials on the IP5 Offices’
examination practices on Al-related inventions. In
addition, the Offices agreed to discuss the detailing of
the table.

The TM5 is a framework established in 2011 to promote
international cooperation in the field of trademarks by
the JPO, the USPTO, the EUIPO, the CNIPA, and the
KIPO.

(i) The 2023 TM5 Mid Term Meeting (May 2023,
Singapore)

The JPO reported on the progress of the “Bad-Faith

Trademark Project”, the “IT Support for Trademark

Examination Project”, and the “User Association

Involvement Project” led by the JPO.

(ii) The 12th TM5 Annual Meeting (September 2023,
Korea)

At this meeting hosted by the KIPO, the TM5 Offices
confirmed their intention to continue to work together
to address new trademark issues amid new emerging
technologies (NET), such as the metaverse and artificial
intelligence, and evolving commercial practices. They
held active discussions on the 15 cooperative projects
and two newly proposed projects, including their
results and progress and the way forward. In addition,
a user session was held for industry groups and agent
organizations, etc. The Offices agreed that the JPO will
host the TM5 meeting in 2024. The outcomes of this
meeting are published on the TM5 website.*"

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Meetings among the heads of the JPO, the CNIPA,
and the KIPO have been held repeatedly, since 1983
between Japan and Korea, since 1994 between Japan
and China and since 2001 among Japan, China, and

Korea, to cooperate with each other in the fields of

patents, designs, and trademarks, etc.

- A Heads Meeting between the JPO and the KIPO was
held for the first time in six years. This 30th meeting
confirmed their cooperation in patent and other fields
(May 2023, Tokyo).

- In the same year, the 31st Heads Meeting between the
JPO and the KIPO was held. The offices confirmed the
outcomes of their cooperation in such fields as patent,
design, trademark, automation, and trial/appeal, and
agreed to continue and reinforce the cooperation in
the future (November 2023, Korea).

- The 30th Heads Meeting between the JPO and the
CNIPA was held. The offices confirmed the outcomes
of their cooperation in such fields as patent, design,
trademark, automation, trial/appeal, and human
resource development, and agreed to continue and
reinforce the cooperation in the future (November
2023, Korea).

* The 23rd TRIPO Heads Meeting among the JPO, the
CNIPA and the KIPO was held. The offices confirmed
the outcomes of their cooperation in such fields as
design, trademark, trial/appeal, and human resource
development, and agreed to continue and reinforce
the cooperation in the future (November 2023,
Korea).

- The 11th TRIPO User Symposium was held on the
theme of the “The role of Intellectual Property for
innovative SMEs” (December 2023, Korea).

- The 12th Japan-China-Korea Design Forum was
held as part of the trilateral cooperation on designs
(November 2023, China).

- The 5th TRIPO User Symposium (for Trademark) was
held as part of the trilateral cooperation on trademarks
(October 2023, online).

In addition, as a non-intergovernmental framework, the

Japan-Taiwan Economic and Trade Conference has been
co-hosted by the Japan-Taiwan Exchange Association

and the Taiwan Japan Relations Association since 1976,
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where issues such as IP right protection have also been
discussed. Based on an agreement made at the Japan-
Taiwan Economic and Trade Conference, information
on the latest measures as well as examination and trial/
appeal practices on both sides has been exchanged
with the aim of increasing the mutual understanding
of and further improving both IP systems and practices
under the framework of the host associations, with the
cooperation of examiners and administrative judges
of the JPO and the Taiwan Intellectual Property Office
(TIPO) in the fields of patent, design, trademark, and
trial/appeal.
-The 46th Japan-Taiwan Economic and Trade
Conference was held (January 2023, online).
-The 47th Japan-Taiwan Economic and Trade
Conference was held (November 2023, online).

8) Initiatives for IP Protection Through Economic
Partnership Agreements

Japan has actively concluded economic partnership
agreements (EPAs), mainly with Asian countries, with
the aim of strengthening wide-ranging economic
relations. IP is included in the areas of negotiations, as
part of the efforts for developing an environment that
contributes to trade and investment expansion. In IP
related negotiations, Japan seeks adequate, effective,
and balanced IP protection that exceeds the level of the
TRIPS Agreement, as well as efficient and transparent
practices and sufficient and effective enforcement.
In addition, Japan carries out initiatives that require
counterpart countries to appropriately and thoroughly
implement EPAs that have entered into force.

(i) EPAs Under Negotiation

Japan is engaged in the negotiations for the Japan-
China- Republic of Korea Free Trade Agreement (FTA),
the Japan-Turkey EPA, etc. Among them, the Japan-
China-Republic of Korea FTA is an FTA with Japan’s
major trading partners, China and Korea. The GDP and
the trade amounts of the three countries combined
account for approximately 20% of the world’s total and
approximately 70% of Asia’s total. The three countries
will continue negotiations toward the conclusion of
a comprehensive, high-level, and mutually beneficial
agreement, in order to give the FTA an added value that
exceeds that of the Regional Comprehensive Economic
Partnership (RCEP) Agreement, which entered into
force on January 1, 2022.

(ii) The Accession of the UK to the Comprehensive and
Progressive Agreement for Trans-Pacific Partnership
(CPTPP)

In February 2021, the UK notified New Zealand,

a depositary nation, of its request to commence

negotiations on accession to the CPTPP. In June of the

same year, the commencement of the UK’s accession
process and the establishment of a working group on
the UK’s accession were decided. Negotiations on the

UK’s compliance with agreement rules and market

access were conducted. In March 2023, the negotiations

were substantially concluded, and in July of the same
year, the protocol on the accession of the UK to the

CPTPP was signed.

The World Trade Organization (WTO) is an international
organization which implements and administers the
WTO agreements stipulating international rules related
to trade (Agreement Establishing the World Trade
Organization and its Annexes), with 164 member
countries and regions as of February 2024. The
Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual
Property Rights (TRIPS) aims to oblige member
countries and regions to adopt minimum standards of
protection for IP rights and establish procedures for the
enforcement of those rights. The WTQO’s TRIPS Council
examines compliance with the obligations under the
TRIPS Agreement and discusses matters related to the
agreement at its regular meetings held three times a
year, among other fora.

(i) International Discussions on the TRIPS Waiver Proposal
At the TRIPS Council meeting in October 2020, India
and South Africa submitted a proposal for a temporary
waiver from certain provisions of the TRIPS Agreement
(provisions on protection of copyrights, designs,
patents, and undisclosed information and enforcement
of those rights) for the prevention, containment, and
treatment of COVID-19 (TRIPS Waiver Proposal). As a
result of continuous discussions at the TRIPS Council,
the Ministerial Decision on the TRIPS Agreement was
adopted at the 12th WTO Ministerial Conference (MC12)
held from June 12 to 17, 2022 to clarify and simplify
the procedures for compulsory licenses under the
TRIPS Agreement, limited to patents required for the
production and supply of COVID-19 vaccines.

The TRIPS Council then held a series of discussions on
whether to extend the Ministerial Decision to COVID-19
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diagnostics and therapeutics based on a provision to
make a decision no later than six months from the
date of the Decision. However, having been unable to
reach a consensus by the deadline, members decided
at the General Council meeting on December 20, 2022
to continue the discussion. Subsequently, in October
2023, the United States International Trade Commission
reported released a study report on the findings on the
dynamics of COVID-19 diagnostics and therapeutics to
assist the facts- and evidence-based discussions among
member countries and regions. Nevertheless, they could
not converge their views on this issue at the TRIPS
Council meeting in October 2023, and the discussion is
ongoing.

(ii) Other Discussions at the TRIPS Council

In addition to the discussions on the TRIPS Waiver
Proposal, Japan has been proactively sharing information
and exchanging opinions with other members regarding
various matters related to the TRIPS Agreement.
For example, for “IP & Innovation”. an agenda item
discussed at successive regular meetings of the TRIPS
Council, Japan has actively presented its initiatives in
line with the topics covered at each meeting. In addition,
Japan presented its initiatives at a workshop on technical
cooperation for developing countries and regions held
in November 2023 and inter alia contributed to lively
international discussions.

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Companies from around the world regard emerging and
developing countries such as ASEAN countries and India
as promising locations for their business development.
In these emerging and developing countries, there is
a pressing need to improve and strengthen IP systems
from the perspective of developing the investment
environment.

The JPO is cooperating with the ASEAN [P offices, not
only through bilateral support based on their respective
needs, but also through multilateral platforms such as
the ASEAN-Japan Heads of IP Offices Meeting.

(i) ASEAN-Japan Heads of IP Offices Meeting (September
2023, Singapore), etc.

- The 13th ASEAN-Japan Heads of IP Offices Meeting
was held in September 2023, and the offices
formulated the “ASEAN-Japan IP Rights Action Plan
2023-2024". The Economic Research Institute for
ASEAN and East Asia (ERIA) presented their final
report on the study of patent examination practices
of Al and loT-related inventions in ASEAN member
states (second phase) and study on the utilization
of patent information. In addition, ERIA introduced
the studies to be launched in FY2023, namely, a
study on patent examination practices of remarkable
technologies such as pharmaceuticals and a study on
branding.

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(ii) High Level and Working Level Interactions

- Commissioner Hamano, the Minister of Commerce
of Cambodia, and the President of ERIA signed a
memorandum of cooperation on a branding research
project (March 2023, online).

-Commissioner Hamano, the Senior Minister of
Industry, Science, Technology & Innovation of
Cambodia, and the President of ERIA signed a
memorandum of cooperation on IP awareness-raising
(March 2023, online).

- Bilateral and multilateral meetings were held between
senior officials of the JPO and senior officials of
ASEAN IP offices.

(iii) Support to ASEAN IP Offices

- The JPO dispatched long-term experts to Indonesia
and Vietnam to provide timely and on-demand
support.

- The JPO conducted training and held seminars
concerning patent, trademark, and design examination
practices, etc. for personnel of ASEAN [P offices.

- The JPO held a follow-up seminar to follow up with
its training alumni and to maintain and strengthen
their network with Japan (November 2023, Laos).

6) International Training Instructors*??

The JPO provides cooperation on the practical aspects
of patent examination, mainly through its international
training instructors, to examiners in emerging countries
including ASEAN countries, in order to support Japanese
companies expanding their business to those countries.

- The international training instructors are comprised of
30 examiners (as of December 2023) with extensive
practical experience in patent examination.

-In 2023, a total of 15 international training
instructors provided online or in-person training
for a total of approx. 250 examiners in emerging
countries on patent examination practices, such as
the JPO’s guidelines for determination of inventive
step (MultiFactor Reasoning [MFR]), or patent
examination management.

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(i) Patent Prosecution Highway (PPH)

PPH is a framework in which an application determined

to be patentable by the Office of First Filing (OFF),

which is the Office of Earlier Examination (OEE), is
eligible for accelerated examination at the Office of

Later Examination (OLE), a PPH partner of OFF, if

the applicant files a request with OLE with a simple

procedure. The world’s first PPH, proposed by the JPO,

was launched between Japan and the U.S. in July 2006

as a pilot program.

In addition, the JPO serves as the secretariat of the

“Global Patent Prosecution Highway (GPPH)”, a

multinational framework launched in January 2014. In

GPPH, all types of PPH, including PPH MOTTAINAI

and PCT-PPH, are available among the participating IP

offices.

- As of January 2024, 54 IP offices has participated in
PPH. [Figure 2-2-3]

- PPH program with the National Institute of Industrial
Property of France (INPI): PPH MOTTAINAI and PCT-
PPH started in July 2023.

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(i) Patent Prosecution Highway Plus (PPH Plus)

PPH Plus is a framework that enables accelerated
right acquisition within the prescribed period for an
application of the same invention which has already
been granted a patent in Japan, by utilizing the
examination results by the JPO. The JPO is currently
implementing this framework only with the Brunei
Intellectual Property Office (BrulPO). While ordinary
PPH is a framework for mutual sharing of examination
results between the IP offices, PPH Plus is not
bidirectional. It allows applicants that have requested
PPH Plus to acquire rights in an accelerated manner in
Brunei by using the JPO’s examination results, but the
request for PPH Plus cannot be filed with the JPO based
on BrulPO’s examination results.

(iii) Cooperation for facilitating Patent Grant (CPG)

CPG is a framework that accelerates patent grant without
conducting substantial examination in eligible countries,
for a patent application of an invention which is already
granted a patent by the JPO. The JPO is currently
implementing this framework with the Ministry of
Industry, Science, Technology and Innovation of
Cambodia, and the Department of Intellectual Property,
Ministry of Science and Technology of Lao PDR.

(iv) US-JP Collaborative Search Pilot Program

The JPO has launched the US-JP Collaborative Search
Pilot Program (US-JP CSP) with the USPTO on August 1,
2015 in order to allow users to predict more easily when
examination will start and patents will be granted in
both the U.S. and Japan and support users in obtaining
more robust and stable patent rights. In this program,
JPO and USPTO examiners independently conduct

their own prior art searches for an invention for which a

patent application has been filed in both Japan and the

U.S., and after sharing search results and opinions with

each other, the two offices respectively send their first

examination results to the applicant early and around
the same time.

- The second phase of the three-year US-JP CSP ended
on October 31, 2020, and the two-year third phase
commenced on November 1, 2020. The third phase
has been extended by two years and will continue
until October 31, 2024.

- A single petition form was introduced in November
2022, allowing the applicant to use US-JP CSP by
submitting the form to only either the JPO or the
USPTO.

(vi) International Cooperation on Patent Examination
Practices

The International Cooperation on Patent Examination
Practices is an initiative through which JPO examiners
hold direct discussions (examiner exchange) with and
provide training to examiners of foreign IP offices on
examination practices. The program aims to promote
mutual understanding, foster trust, and improve
harmonization of examination practices with foreign IP
offices, and ultimately support Japanese companies in
their smooth and predictable acquisition of patent rights
overseas.

- Cumulatively, from April 2000 to December 2023,
the JPO has executed the International Cooperation
on Patent Examination Practices, either on a short
term or mid-to-long term basis, with 34 IP offices and
organizations.

- In 2023, a total of three JPO examiners participated
in online examiner exchanges with the DPMA. In
addition, the JPO sent a total of eleven examiners to
the CNIPA, the EPO, and the TIPO and received a total
of eight examiners from the CNIPA and the KIPO for
in-person examiner exchanges.

- In 2023, a total of 15 international training instructors
provided online or in-person training for a total of
approx. 250 examiners in emerging countries.

- A meeting with the EUIPO was held, where the
two offices exchanged opinions on trademark
distinctiveness, etc. (January 2023, online).

(i) Indo-Pacific Judicial Colloquium on Intellectual
Property, Innovation, and Technology (July 2023,
u.s.)

This colloquium was convened for the first time
to discuss IP, innovation, and technology among
the United States and the Indo-Pacific countries
with the aim of facilitating discussions and sharing
the experiences on issues related to IP rights and
international trade, etc.

and trial/appeal practices related to IP rights, thereby,

providing users the information on the IP judicial system

in each country.

Court of Japan, the Intellectual Property High Court,
the Ministry of Justice, the Japan Federation of Bar
Associations, and the Intellectual Property Lawyers
Network.

measures against counterfeit goods:

- In order to strengthen crackdown on counterfeit goods
and raise public awareness about anti-counterfeit
measures overseas, the JPO exchanged information
with related ministries and agencies, companies, and
various other organizations, held consultations with
foreign governments, attended and made remarks at
meetings of international organizations relating to
anti-counterfeit measures, and conducted seminars
and studies inside and outside Japan through public-
private collaboration.

- The 10th meeting of the Japan-China Joint Intellectual
Property Working Group was held in January 2024.

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Co-chaired by the Director-General of the JPO Policy
Planning and Coordination Department and the
Deputy Director-General of China’s Department of
Treaty and Law, Ministry of Commerce, the Working
Group exchanged views on various issues concerning
IP protection, including the leading examples of the
circulation of counterfeit and pirated goods on the
Internet. Additionally, “the industry roundtable”
was held, where views were exchanged between
the industries and government agencies of the two
countries.

- In order to strengthen crackdown on counterfeit goods
in Japan, the JPO responded to consultation requests
and provision of information from companies, etc.,
in coordination with related ministries and agencies.
It also responded to inquiries from customs, etc.,
and mutually cooperated with them on human
resource development. The JPO also implemented the
“Anti-Counterfeiting Campaign” to raise consumer
awareness. This fiscal year, the JPO updated the
teachers’ curriculum guideline for IP infringement
prevention education and conducted model classes.

5) Development of Global Dossier[Figure 2-2-10]

The “Global Dossier” is a concept aiming to share dossier
information (information related to patent application
procedures and examinations) and to realize new
common |IT-driven services among |P offices. Under
the concept, the IP5 Offices are providing users with
a global dossier information sharing service realized
by the connection between the “One Portal Dossier
(OPD)”, a system developed by the IP5, enabling users
to collectively access the IP5’s dossier information, and
“WIPO-CASE”,*** a dossier information sharing system

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6) Collaboration with WIPO GREEN*?

WIPO GREEN was launched in 2013 for promoting
the development and dissemination of environmental
technologies. Through its online database and regional
activities, WIPO GREEN connects green tech seekers and
providers.

The JPO joined WIPO GREEN as a partner in February
2020. The JPO promotes diffusion of green technologies
in cooperation with WIPO and the WIPO Japan Office,
such as by holding events, including the “International
Symposium on Intellectual Property - Initiatives to Solve
Environmental Issues through WIPO GREEN -"**° with
an aim to contribute to solving environmental issues
through the effective use of IP, as well as exchanging
views. In June 2023, a networking event bringing
together Japanese WIPO GREEN partners was held for
the first time,** and Commissioner Hamano gave the
guest speech. As of November 2023, Japan ranked first
in the world in the number of WIPO GREEN partners
and second in the number of technologies registered in
the WIPO GREEN database.

The JPO will continue to cooperate with WIPO and
the WIPO Japan Office, and work on disseminating
environmental technologies.***

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(i) Comparative Table of the IP5 Offices’ Examination
Practices

At the T14th IP5 Heads of Office Meeting held in June
2021,%* the IP5 Offices agreed on a roadmap for
cooperating in the field of NET and Al. At the 15th IP5
Heads of Office Meeting in June 2022, the IP5 Offices
agreed to launch the first project based on the roadmap,
a project proposed by the JPO to collect materials on the
examination practices of the IP5 Offices on Al-related
inventions. As its product, a comparative table has
been created summarizing information such as clauses
applied during the IP5 Offices’ examination of Al-
related inventions and the examination guidelines that
are referenced. The table was approved at the 16th IP5
Heads of Office Meeting in June 2023 and is available on
the websites of the IP5 Offices and the JPO.

(ii) Comparative Study Between the JPO and the
CNIPA

The JPO and the CNIPA confirmed their cooperation
at their Heads Meeting in November 2021 and carried
out a comparative study on examination of Al-related
inventions. They announced the completion of their
report at the Heads Meeting in November 2023 and
released the report on the same day.

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8) G7 Heads of IP Office Conversation
(December 2023, metaverse)
With Japan holding the G7 presidency in 2023, the JPO
hosted the G7 Heads of IP Office Conversation in the
metaverse on December 15 of the same year, bringing
together the heads of IP offices from the G7 member
states. In addition to the G7 Heads of IP Offices,
WIPO Director General Tang also participated in the
Conversation as an observer. Participants discussed
IP issues, such as IP awareness-raising initiatives to
promote diversity and inclusion, as well as IP-related
matters within digital contexts. The G7 IP Offices then
adopted a Joint Statement.
The metaverse space provided a realistic experience,
with participants speaking through their own original
avatars. At the end of the Conversation, participants
were invited for group photos in the metaverse
space reproducing ltsukushima Shrine in Hiroshima
Prefecture, the site of the 2023 G7 Summit.
The G7 Heads of IP Offices adopted a Joint Statement at
the Conversation, in which they recognized, inter alia,
that an effective international IP ecosystem is necessary
to incentivize innovation and creativity, which drive
social and economic development worldwide.
JPO Commissioner Hamano participated in the
Conversation, wherein he shared recent initiatives with
the G7 IP Offices and WIPQ, including various JPO
measures to promote diversity and inclusion within the
IP field, as well as revision of the Unfair Competition
Prevention Act, which was promulgated in Japan in June
2023 to prevent counterfeiting in the digital space.
